Today we celebrate the feast of the Transfiguration of the Lord. This is one of those feast =~ ~= g

days that is not considered a holy day of obligation but when it falls on a Sunday it takes /)}’/,\"{\\Q.L
precedence. It dates from around the 6™ or 7 century with the Syrian Church. According to
tradition, the Transfiguration took place 40 days before the Passion. It is, therefore, linked directly to the
more ancient feast of the Triumph of the Cross on September 14™. Count back 40 days and you have August
6™. Pretty nifty, right?

The prayers for the liturgy both proclaim Christ’s glory, and our sharing in it. We are called to participate
fully in Christ’s life so that we become more like Him. Christians do not simply follow Christ or try to be
like Him, but are called to be Christ. Eastern Christianity speaks of this as “divinization.” God became as we
are so that we might become as God is. Being conformed to Christ makes us different. It is not merely an
addition but a new creation.
